There are three characters in the Bible story, 
a father, a younger son, and an older son. 
Each Bible character experienced what 
happened differently. 

The father – There was a man who had two 
sons. His youngest son wanted to leave. 
He gave the son money, and the son went 
away. The father was very sad. 

The younger son – The younger son 
decided it was time to leave his family. He 
got money from his father and left. While 
he was away, he lost all his money. He was 
hungry, tired, and lonely. He even ate with 
the pigs. 

The older son – The older son continued to 
work at the house. He helped care for the 
animals and listened to his father. He did 
not understand why his brother would want 
to leave. 

One day, the younger son decided to 
return home. He wanted to ask his family 
for forgiveness. When the father saw him 
coming, he ran to his son, hugged and 
kissed him, and celebrated his return.
